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Your proposal should be no more than 5 pages including the cover page. You should also include the Table of Contents.
The following are the learning outcomes of the final year project as they appear in the learning program for the degree.
1. Develop a solution that demonstrates the integration of various knowledge areas in the field of Computer Science. 

2. Define a clear statement of a given problem-solving project; 
3. Review relevant literature on a given problem-solving project; 
4. Identify and employ appropriate methodology in carrying out a problem-solving project 
5. Write a technical quality project report; 
6. Make professional project presentation; 
You should ensure that you can demonstrate these at the end of the project. 

1. Introduction

Introduce your project idea. Explain why the project is important/valuable and to whom. Mention similar projects and explain how yours will be different. Include the problem statement as a subsection. Describe the proposed solution.
2. Objectives
Provide a summary of the project’s goals and objectives. The summary has to precise, concise and short (less than 5 sentences).
3. Methodology
Describe the methodology to be used, stating all the project phases.

4. Tools and resources
Detail the required hardware and software (including software versions) and any other resource needed by the project.
5. Expertise
Are you pre-equipped with the level of knowledge needed for the successful completion of this project? Have you studied the relevant courses by now? 
6. Project Schedule
Provide a Gantt chart of all your project activities, stating their start and end times/dates. Provide both the tabular form and the Gantt chart (readable). 
7. Bibliography
List all the literature or web references in this section.  Use IEEE referencing style. A tool like Zotero (https://www.zotero.org/)may be beneficial to manage your references. You may use any other tool to manage your references, as long as it integrates well with MS Word. If you are using LaTex, this is a moot point.
